We use it because the wine 
crosses traditional lines by combining 
Rhone and Bordeaux varietals, which 
have been kept separate from each other 
in most of the winemaking world with a 
near-religious commitment.  But hey, this 
is California – we can do whatever we 
want. 




The blend will always change from year to 
year; in 2011 it is Cabernet Franc, Syrah 
and a bit of Grenache.  Like similar 
blends that we have made (most recently 
’10 Couture and ’09 Gravity) this wine is 
serious but playful, beautifully floral with a 
dark side; elegant and racy – a joy.
